Saturday, May 30

Sunday, May 31-Rome

Monday, June 1 –Rome

Marvel at the magnificent marble cathedral, Giotto’s Bell Tower, the Baptistry’s heavy bronze “Gate of Paradise” and sculpture-studded Signoria Square. Afterwards, time to shop for leather goods and gold jewelry for which Florence is famous, before continuing straight through the Apennine Mountains and the flat Po area to Padua for an orientation of St. Anthony’s city and your overnight stay. Thursday, June 4 –Padua, excursion to Venice

A short drive brings you to Venice. Enter in style by private boat and meet your local guide. Highlights of your walking tour are St. Mark’s Square and the Basilica, lavish Doges’ Palace and the Bridge of Sighs. Also watch a skilled glassblower fashion delicate objects in an age-old traditional manner. Afterwards, enjoy Venice at your own pace or join an optional cruise to the charming island of Burano. (B)

Friday, June 5 –Padua – Verona – Milan

Visit Verona, medieval setting of Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet. Continue to the Arena, a well-preserved pink marble Roman amphitheater, where gladiators used to fight, now a venue for world-famous opera performances.
