Tuesday, Nov. 10

Our motorcoach leaves New London and East Lyme in the morning to arrive New Orleans mid afternoon where we will be met and transferred to our hotel.

Wednesday, Nov. 11

Our city tour starts with a drive through the French Quarter, one of the oldest and most historical areas in the United States. Then we travel through the Garden District, with its collection of million dollar mansions. See the old and the new in the 9th Ward, the hardest hit by Hurricane Katrina. Many homes still remain, although new homes are being built by Habitat for Humanity. A stop at St. Louis Cemetery, an above ground cemetery, most of the graves are from the 18th and 19th century. They have some of the most elaborate crypts in New Orleans.

Thursday, Nov. 12

This morning we leave on a much longer plantation tour. We will visit the Oak Alley Plantation for about 2 hours, where many famous movies have been filmed on the grounds. We will have a guided tour of the mansion. Your remaining time may be spent looking at the slave quarters and a collection of antique cars.

Friday, Nov. 13

This morning we motorcoach into the swamp area where we board an airboat for a ride through the Barataria Preserve in the Jean Lafitte National Historical Park. Home to over 300 species of birds, the local wildlife you may see is Alligators, Turtles, Egrets, Hawks, Herons, Bald Eagles, Owls. The afternoon and evening are on your own.

Saturday, Nov. 14

We will be transferred mid-morning to the airport for our flight back where our motorcoach awaits to return us to East Lyme and New London.
